* poems contain little figurative language: overuse of similes (like or as to compare), other figurative language feels flat and somewhat confusing

* typed
	*3 or less poems

* poems contain no figurative language: contains mostly straight description, poems show little understanding of metaphors, similes, symbolism or  hyperbole
