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This is a three part project 

Part 1

You will write your own myth about why something is the way it is.  

Part 2

You also need to include a scientific report as to how science explains this same event and possible the scientist who ‘discovered’ it (upon which your myths is based).

Part 3

The third report needs to explore how a traditional belief system explains this same event (Native American, Tibetan, Christian, Greek, Nepali, or???)

These reports, all written using the writing process, can include the resources of a history teacher, science teacher, the library, and / or the Internet.
